This letter is in response to the records request that you sent me on March 16,
2010. You made that request pursuant Wis. Stat. §§ 19.31 to 19.37, which is the
Wisconsin Public Records Law. You requested the following records:

Any timesheets, payroll records or other documentation of hours worked or
services performed between January 1, 2007 and October 31, 2007, or
between August 1,2009 and March 15, 2010, that document hourly wages,
hourly fees, salaries, wages or employee compensation related to hours
worked or services performed by Holiday House or Triple P Inc. The
reference to Triple P Inc. in this request includes Peters Concrete Company,
and any other entity associated or related to Triple P Inc.

Pursuant to Wis. Stat. § 19.33, | am the legal custodian of the records in my
office. However, certain records in my possession are subject to lawyer-client privilege'

'Wis. Stat. § 905.03(2) states, in part, that *“A client has a privilege to refuse to
disclose and to prevent any other person from disclosing confidential communications
made for the purpose of facilitating the rendition of professional legal services to the
client.”

Wis. Stat. § 905.03(3) states, in pan, that “The person who was the lawyer at the
time of the communication may claim the privilege but only on bchalf of the client. The
lawyer’s authority to do so is presumed in the absence of evidence to the contrary.”

For that reason, this response does not include any
records that have been provided to you as part of another department’s response.
Similarly, this response does not include any records that were included as part of the
information packet provided to the County Board for its February 23, 2010 meeting.®

In light of the foregoing, the Corporation Counscl ofTice has no additional records
to provide in response to your request.

To the extent that you deem this response a denial of your written request or any
portion of your writtcn request, it is subject to review by mandamus under Wis. Stat. §
19.37(1) or upon application to the attorney gencral or a district attorney.

Manitowoc County Highway Commissioner Gary Kennedy advises me that he does not have any records
that are responsive to your request dated 03/16/2010.

Park Supervisor Adam Backus has provided me with 11 pages of records that are responsive to your
request. The attached PDF file includes 9 of those pages. The remaining 3 pages are copies of pay stubs
that two employees provided to Mr. Backus in 2007.

The pay stubs are records “prepared by an employer other than an authority, if that record contains
information relating to an employee of that employer, unless the employee authorizes the authority to
provide access to that information.” Wis. Stat. § 19.356 (2)(a) requires that notice must be given to the
employee before releasing such a record. That notice has been given today.

Wis. Stat. § 19.356(5) provides that "An authority shall not provide access to a requested record within 12
days of sending a notice pertaining to that record.” Saturdays, Sundays, and legal holidays are not
included when computing this time, so the earliest date that the record may be released is April 6, 2010.

The various records custodians continue to work on your requests. As | have previously advised you,
responses will be provided “as soon as praclicable and without delay" as specified in the Wisconsin Public
Records Law.

Mr. Kossik,

Attached are two PDF files containing the responses to your records request that | have been provided by
the Human Services Department. The first document shows payments to Holiday House during the time
period you specified in 2007 and the second shows payments to Holiday House during the time period
that you specified in 2009-10.

Please note that these payments were made for the benefit of clients of the Human Services Department.
These clients receive a variety of services, including developmental disabilities services under Wis. Stat.
§ 51.437, and their records are deemed confidential. That is why the information you have been provided
has been “de-identified” by removing client names.

Pursuant to Wis. Stat. § 19.36(6), Manitowoc County has borne the cost of deleting information that is not
subject to disclosure.

Please let me know if you have any questions regarding these responses or if you believe that additional
information is needed. If you do need additional information, please let me know what the information itis
that you are still seeking. In that regard, please note that the more focused and specific you can be about
the information you are seeking, the easier it will be for the Human Services Department to locate the
appropriate records or information.

Because client names have been withheld, this response may be deemed a partial denial of your request.
Any denial of a records request, even a denial based on the confidentiality of Human Services client
records, is to review by mandamus under Wis. Stat. § 19.37(1) or upon application to the attorney general
or a district attorney.

Finally, as you are undoubtedly aware, the Public Records Law authorizes an authority to charge certain
fees in relation to a records request. An authority may charge a fee for the reproduction and transcription
of records. Manitowoc County charges 25 cents per page for regular photocopies and for the actual,
necessary, and direct cost of reproduction in all other cases. An authority may charge a location fee if the
cost of locating records is $50 or more. And an authority may charge a fee for the cost of mailing or
shipping the records to the requester. Prepayment may be required if any authorized fees exceed $5.

Up to this point, Manitowoc County has borne the entire cost of locating and producing records in
response to your requests.

The Treasurer advises me that the only records that she has in her office that would be responsive to your
request is the check register printout that she Is provided by the Comptroller. Rather than provide the
complete register for the time periods you have requested, | asked the Comptroller’s Office whether it
could produce a printout listing only checks to Triple P (Peters Concrete) and Holiday House.

The Comptoller's Office provided me with those printout's this afternoon. PDF copies are attached.

Please note that the 2009-10 printout's contain slightly more information. The Comptroller's Office
advises me that this is because of a software upgrade that was made during the interim between the two
time periods you specified.

The are some abbreviations on the reports. The TY column contains the document type. PK is used to
denote a check. The Address Number column contains a unique number assigned to the specific vendor.
As | understand, this is used for a look-up table in the software that the county uses. The LT column
specifies the ledger type and AA is used to denote the Actual Ledger. The Account Number is an internal
account number used in departmental budgets.
